Create a JSON View using the DVWP
Objective

In this lab you will create a JSON View using the Data View Web Part. At the completion of this lab your new view will be accessible from other domains or web applications without any nasty security popups.
Prerequisites

1. SharePoint Designer 2007
2. Access to two domains. In this example we will be using:
a. Intranet.OtherCompany.com   and

b. Intranet.MyCompany.com
3. You will need SharePoint Designer access to both domains.
Estimated time

This lab will take approximately 20 minutes to complete.

Introduction
The purpose of this lab is to provide you with hands-on experience with creating JSON enabled views that can be referenced across domains. This works around a number of browser limitations that will enable you to display a list from one web application in another web application.
Exercise 1: Create a JSON View of the Events list
In this exercise you will create a JSON Formatted view of the Events list. This list is hosted as part of the intranet.OtherCompany.com.  Once you have created the JSON view you can then reference the JSON view on other Web Applications.

	Navigate to the Events list on OtherCompany.

	1. Start off by viewing the "event" list that is hosted on the "OtherCompany.com".

	Start SharePoint Designer and create a new blank ASPX page.
	2. Click the "File" menu then select [Edit with Microsoft Office SharePoint Designer].
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3. Once SharePoint Designer has started click the "New Page" icon in the top left hand corner.
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	Insert the Data View Web Part into the new blank page. 
	4. Click the "Data View" menu then select the [Manage Data Sources...] option.
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5.  The "Data Source Library" should now be displayed on the right hand side of SharePoint Designer.
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6. Find the list that you wish to create a JSON view from. In this example we are seeking the "Events" list. Use the Menu that appears as you "mouse over" the name of the list and then select the [Show Data] option.
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7. The "Data Source Details" pane will appear on the right hand side of SharePoint Designer.
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8. Select the "Title" element from the "Current Data Source".
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9. Click the "Insert Selected Fields as..." menu then select the [Multiple Item View].
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10. The selected field should now appear in the body of you blank page.
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	Change the Layout of the Web part to use the “Plain list of titles” layout.
	11. Click the [ > ] icon on the top right hand corner of the newly inserted Data View Web Part.
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12. Click the [Change Layout...] option form the "Common Data View Tasks".
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13. Scroll through the list of available "HTML View Styles" and select the [plain list of titles] options.
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14. Click the [Ok] button.
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15. On the "change style confirmation" popup click the [Yes] button.
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16. The title and table headers should disappear from the data view web part.
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	Modify the XSLT to remove the HTML code from the page. 
	17. Click into the Code View of the page. Select the from the “<html” to the end of the “<form” tag. Remove all the HTML between these two tags. 
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18. After you have removed the HTML from the previous step add a "/*" just above the "<WebPartPages:" tag.
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19. Locate the "<xsl:template match="/">" tag and place your cursor at the end of the tag.
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20. Press the [Enter] and then enter the following text "*/".
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21. Move your cursor to the end of the next line.
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22. Press the [Enter] key and enter the following text "/*".
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23. Locate and select the following tag "<p class="ms-vb">".
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24. Add the following text:
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25. You should notice the unmatched "</p>" tag is now highlighted in yellow. Select this "</p>" tag.
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26. Replace the "</p>" tag with the following text:  " ]  }  };".
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27. Your data view web part should now look like this.
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28. Locate and remove the highlighted text from the "<xsl:if" to the "<span>" tag.
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29. Locate the line <xsl:value-of select="@Title" />
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30. Change the line so it starts with '{  "Title":" '  then end the line with ' " }"
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31. On the next line add the following text:  <xsl:if test="position() != last()">,</xsl:if>

32. Remove everything between the "</span>" tag to the "</xsl:if>" tag.
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	33. Your code should now look like this:
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34. Select the last three tags from the "</form>" to the "</html>" tags.
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35. Place your cursor at the end of the page.
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36. Add "*/" to the end of your page.
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	Save your Page as “Events_JSON.aspx”
	37. Click the "Save" icon to save your page.
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38. Name your page "Events_json.aspx" and then click the [Save] button.
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	39. Your Data View Web Part should look like this.
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Your Events_JSON View is now ready to be used.
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
